Friday open schooling: 1pm-6pm

Rider requirements: Appropriate show attire, and an ASTM approved helmet
Horse Requirements: Negative coggins and proof of vaccine records if available

Stabling: LIMITED stabling available for $50/night. Contact Melissa directly for stabling reservations (918)
707-8916. Priority will be given to out of town exhibitors

Paddocks: LIMITED paddock space available for $25 per night flat fee regardless of how many horses use it
Non-Showing horses must be entered and pay a $25 non showing fee

Showing not to be judged, may be allowed if time permits at the discretion of management. Horse must be
entered and appear on the card as “not to be judged”, and may not be judged on that card again in the same

class.

Horse Welfare: Management and show officials reserve the right to limit showing or schooling is it believed to
be in the best interest of the horse

Short Stirrup Hunter and Equitation (18”)
Open to non-pro riders, age ten and under that:
» Have not competed in any classes with fences 2°6” or higher at any HJEO, OHJA or USEF shows
+ Have not been awarded a champion or reserve champion year end award by HJEO in Short Stirrup,
Academy Short/Long Stirrup or Equitation
Trotting not to be penalized. Cantering prohibited in under saddle and flat classes. To be judged on manner of
going, jumping style, correct pace, and organization. No boxes, fill, or oxers.

Long Stirrup Hunter and Equitation (18”)
Open to non-pro riders, age 11 and over that:
» Have not competed in any classes with fences 2°6” or higher at any HJEO, OHJA or USEF shows
+ Have not been awarded a champion or reserve champion year end award by HJEO in Short Stirrup,
Academy Short/Long Stirrup or Equitation
Trotting not to be penalized. Cantering prohibited in under saddle and flat classes. To be judged on manner of
going, jumping style, correct pace, and organization. No boxes, fill, or oxers.

Academy Short/Long Stirrup Hunter and Equitation (18”)
Open to non-pro riders that:
» Have not competed in any classes with fences 2°6” or higher at any HJEO, OHJA or USEF shows
+ Have not been awarded a champion or reserve champion year end award by HJEO in Short Stirrup,
Academy Short/Long Stirrup or Equitation
e Are showing on an academy horse (as described in the HJEO constitution section 13)
Trotting not to be penalized. Cantering prohibited in under saddle and flat classes. To be judged on manner of
going, jumping style, correct pace, and organization. No boxes, fill, or oxers.

Open 2° Hunter and Equitation (2°)

o Hunter classes are open to pro and non-pro riders. Trotting lead changes is not to be penalized. Cantering is
prohibited in under saddle classes.

o Equitation classes are open only to non-pro riders who have not competed in any classes with fences 2°6> or
higher at any HJEO, OHJW or USEF recognized shows.

* Open division for green horses & riders not ready for 2°3*

Very Low Hunter (2°3%)
e Open to riders of any age
» No fill or oxers

Beginner Hunter and Equitation (2°3”)

Open to non-professional riders that:

» Have not competed in any classes with fences 2°9” or higher at any HJEO, OHJA, or USEF recognized shows

+ Have not been awarded a Champion or Reserve Champion year end award by HJEO in beginner or academy
beginner hunter or equation divisions

This should be judged like all regular hunter divisions, except that special consideration must be given to older,

shorter-strides horses who can no longer do the step comfortably. On these types of horses, the add step may be

acceptable at the judges discretion. Flying changes are expected, No Oxers

Academy Beginner Hunter and Equitation (2°3”)

Open to non-professional riders that:

» Have not competed in any classes with fences 2°6” or higher at any HJEO, OHJA, or USEF recognized shows

+ Have not been awarded a Champion or Reserve Champion year end award by HJEO in beginner or academy
beginner hunter or equation divisions .

e Are showing on an academy horse (as described in the HJEO constitution section 13)

Trotting lead changes is not to be penalized. Same specs as beginner except trotting lead changes is not to be

penalized. This division was created for school horses, so that they may compete against each other o a more level

playing field. IN the event that the beginner and academy are are combined, the judge will be informed which

horses qualify as academy horses, and those horses will be judged accordingly and will not be penalized for

simple changes. No oxers.

Intermediate Hunter and Equitation (2°6)

Open to non-professional riders that:

+ Have not competed in any classes with fences 3’ or higher at any HJEO, OHJA, or USEF recognized shows

+ Have not been awarded a champion or reserve champion year end award by HJEP in Intermediate Hunter or
Equation divisions

T.I.P Special Thoroughbred Hunters (2°6”)

» Eligible Horses must provide T.I.P. numbers to event organizer with entry. For more information, visit
tjctio.com. Must present proof of registration when checking in. Shall consist of three classes-two over fences
and one under saddle.

o Courses should consist of at least seven jumps, to be judges on manners, movement and way of going.

» Ribbons for first through sixth place for each class and Champion/Reserve will be provided. T.L.P.
championships qualifying division.

Modified Children’s/Adult Hunter and Equitation (2°9”)
¢ Open to all non-professional riders

Open Hunter (3°)
Open to all riders of any age

HJEO Mini Medal

To be shown over a figure-with course with fences 2°6”. Only equitation counts. The rider must be an HJEO
member. This class is designed for beginner and intermediate riders. The winners shall be qualified for the
annual ride-off. Three exhibitors must be entered and show for the class to count.

OHJA Classes

Must be a member of OHJA for points to count

OHJA 3’ Medal
Open to OHJA Junior and Amateur members only. At least three riders must complete the course, which consists
of eight jumps with three changes of direction at 3°. Testing of the top 2-6 riders is required. USEF tests 1-14.

OHJA Beginner Medal

Open to OHJA Junior and Amateur members only. To be shown over a figure-eight course with fences up to 2°3”.
Only equitation to count. This class is designed for beginner riders. The winners shall qualify for the annual ride-
off. Three must be entered and shown to count.
