DIVISIONS OFFERED

POLES: On The Ground
Open to beginner riders 11 and under who have not competed in any HIEO, OHJA, or
USEF show over fences. This division will run on Friday evening beginning at 6 p.m.

SHORT STIRRUP: Fences 18”
Open to riders 10 and under who have not competed in any HIEO, OHJA, or USEF
show over fences 2’6 or higher. Trotting will not be penalized.

LONG STIRRUP: Fences 18”
Open to riders 11 and over who have not competed in any HIEO, OHJA, or USEF
show over fences 2°6” or higher. Trotting will not be penalized.

ACADEMY SHORT AND LONG STIRRUP: Fences 18”
Open to riders eligible for short and long stirrup divisions riding horses used actively
by multiple riders in a lesson program. Trotting will not be penalized.

2> HUNTER-hunter classes open; EQ classes open to amateurs only who have
not shown at 2°6” or higher

VERY LOW HUNTER: Fences 2’3 Open to all riders

BEGINNER RIDER HUNTER: Fences 2°3”
Open to non-pro riders of any age who have not competed in any HIEO, OHJA, or
USEF show over fences 2°9” or higher.

ACADEMY BEGINNER RIDER HUNTER: 2°3”
Open to non-pro riders of any age riding horses used actively by multiple riders in a
lesson program who have not competed in any HIEO, OHJA, or USEF show over
fences 2°9” or higher. Trotting not to be penalized.

HJEO MINI MEDAL: Fences 2°6”
Rider must enter Intermediate Equitation Over Fences. Medal test to be a
continuation of the Intermediate Equitation Course. Scored separately. Equitation
only to count. Riders must be members of the association.

2’6” HUNTER-open to all riders

INTERMEDIATE RIDER HUNTER: Fences 2°6”
Open to non-pro riders of any age who have not competed in any HIEO, OHJA, or
USEF show over 3°0” or higher.

MODIFIED CHILDREN/ADULT HUNTER: Fences 2°9”
Open to all non-pro riders.

OHJA Medal Class: 3°0”
Open to any rider who is a member of OHJA and meets the USEF definition of being
a Junior or Amateur rider. No professional riders allowed. Winner of this class shall be
entitled to compete in the year end OHJA Medal Championship Ride Off. May not
cross enter into any 3°6” medal or equitation classes at this show. To be shown over a
figure 8 course of at least 8 fences at 3 and spreads not to exceed 3’. Course shall
include at least one oxer and two changes of direction (lead). Top 2-6 riders will be
tested (1-14). Three riders must complete the course for the class to make.
